In the project, different metadata formats including METS/MODS, MARC21 and EAD have been mapped to ESE.

There is a new mapping from METS/MODS to EDM which should be of interest for this survey.

3.

The version 7 of the METS/MODS to EDM mapping is from 2013-09-21. The mapping is still under development in the framework of DM2E.

Model extensions for the judaica material are introduced in DM2E. They include the granularity of the object presentation (up to page level) and the handling of different scripts of the metadata informations. See  DM2E for details.
6.

The handling of alternative scripts for metadata might be of general interest in the international context of the europeana portal. The language tag already allows to state a script but there might be improvements possible in the data model.

A higher granularity as intended for the DM2E project could be of interest for the europeana portal for certain objects (manuscripts) and relating applications. Otherwise these structural informations from the METS/MODS format are lost.

The script supports two mapping variants EDM and DM2E. The mapping 

variant can be selected by a parameter. However, the submitted version defaults to standard EDM 

mapping with local identifiers.

The common flavors of METS/MODS are supported. The source data and the output can be adapted by parameters. There is also a parameter for selecting an output with ProviedeCHOs on page level.

Multivolume structures are mapped if appropriate identifiers are used. However, structures of periodicals are not supported yet. 
This mapping has been tested with "Visual Libraray" output and "Goobi"  output of monographs.
